5.  Do the larger and smaller numbers that you found add to 90?  Show that 

     they do and if not go back and start the problems over again and try to 
     find your mistake.

7.  Do the larger and smaller numbers that you found add to 53?  Show that 

     they do and if not go back and start the problems over again and try to 

     find your mistake.
